	Text Field 6: > The RHN Student Placement Guideline reflects the responsibilities of Registered Nurses in the process of medicines management and guidance for students across all year levels. 

>A scope of Practice for Student Placement is in place to guide Registered Nurses on the appropriate level of supervision required for specific nursing interventions, including medicine management. This also guides students in their responsibilities whilst on placement. 

> The RHN Student Placement Guideline and Scope of Practice are highlighted during student induction. 


	Text Field 7: > Students should not be dispensing medication without the direct supervision of a trained professional, regardless of their year level, thus promoting patient safety and practising effectively at all times. 

>Should the trained professional need to step outside the clinical room, all cupboards should be locked and students should be asked to step outside the clinical room. 

> Students should have no access to the clinical room without the supervision of a trained professional. 




	Text Field 8: >In case of an emergency or situation where trained professional needs to step outside the room to attend to other residents or visitors, cupboard must be closed, locked and moved back to the clinical room. Students should not continue to prepare medication without the direct supervision of their Practice Supervisor (PS) or Practcie Assessor(PA). In the absence of their PA/ PS, students are expected to interact with resident, doing safety checks, assessing patient's comfort and safety measures prior administering medication.
