-Ward staff management to ensure that all residents with pressure ulcer and extensive wound concerns has a wound passport 

-Ensure that residents with skin issues are reviewed by TVN and is evidenced by documentation 
	Text Field 7: Staff Nurse to deliver a clear handover about the skin issues and actions taken by the Multi-disciplinary team. 



A complete body map should have been carried out and handed over to the receiving hospital including the positioning and tissue viability guidelines. 



Photos of skin issues should have been taken before the patient was transferred to the hospital for reference. 








	Text Field 8: Ward staff to complete a body map and include this during the endorsement process when transferring patient to the acute hospital together with positioning and tissue viability guidelines.

Tissue Viability Nurse to populate a wound passport to be provided for all residents with pressure ulcer and medically extensive wound concerns.
